GFOA’s 99 Annual Conference, “Expanding the Frontiers of Government Finance,” is only weeks away. To help
make your experience at the 2005 conference as enjoyable as possible, please take a moment to review the following
logistical information regarding transportation, registration, local events, hotel shuttle service, and the Sunday Night
Welcome Reception.

SA Trans is the official airport transportation provider for San Antonio International Airport (SAT) and the City of
San Antonio. Service between the airport and downtown hotels costs $12 one way, and $22 round trip. Daily service
runs from 7 a.m. - 1 a.m and departs the airport for the downtown hotels approximately every 10 minutes. ADA
accessible mini-buses are also available. Upon your arrival at the SAT, check in to secure your travel at the SA Trans
booth, which is located outside each of the two terminals. A discount coupon can be found at
www.saairportshuttle.com. Taxis are also available at $15 - $17 per ride with a travel time of 15 minutes.

This year's conference sessions will be held at the Henry B. Gonzales Convention Center, located at 200 East
Market. Enclosed please find your conference badge as well as any requested guest badges.

The conference program will be included in your registration packet, but you may preview an electronic
version on beginning Thursday, June 16th. Registration will take place on the street level in East with
the following schedule:
